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A Basic Tutorial Part 1

This BASIC tutorial is meant as just that…. Not for the advanced techie user. It hopefully will paint an easily understandable picture and lead you to more advanced or technically correct usage. It may in fact not be the most technically correct, but that’s what I am trying to avoid…if you want the most technically correct - read the manual. It’s intended to get someone over the first leg of the journey. If others perhaps see it a different way, perhaps they could also put a separate post up and between them, you the reader can find out which way works for you, with the bottom line being whatever it takes to help you understand it. That all being said, here goes.

An overview of the big picture, then I will break it down to separate pieces.

Styles

I think of a Style as the band playing what I tell them to play - a bossa nova, waltz, rock, or whatever.

A Program or (voice, instruments, sounds) make up a part of the Style(s) along with different rhythmic patterns and / or variations.

A Performance is a road map to given Styles that contain information about what programs etc. to play in that style.

Dissecting A Style

If you’d like follow along with me here for an example. First, I select a style to experiment with that I don’t care if I mess up, so… 

#1, I select the following style > TRADITIONAL > Ital. Valzer > EXIT/NO
On the screen, we see 8 instruments (or groups of). The 4 on the right are lead or semi lead instruments (meaning the 3 lower on the right can play under and along with the primary lead instrument in the upper right. If there is a little keyboard symbol next to the instrument that means it will play when you push the keys. If you do not want one or any of those instruments to play, then, push both of the buttons next to the instrument and that will mute/shut it off.

Each Style is usually made up of 2 pages.  Page 1 is referred to as the real-time keyboard page and page 2 (track select button) is referred to as the style performance page (more about this later).  It’s not relevant to what we want to accomplish now.

On the left, we see the drum, percussion and auto accmp tracks.  To see what makes these up [what instruments are in them], push the TRK.SELECT (Track Select) button, bottom left. You see 8 more instruments/programs that make up the auto accmp.

Now, turn Track Select off and back to main screen. There are four variations to begin with on any given style. STS 1,2,3,4 (Single Touch System) are accessible by pressing F-1, F-2, F-3 or F-4 buttons.  Those four variations contain different instruments at your disposal to change the sound of the leads and semi leads while you are playing.

OK, now back to STS 1 page 1.

 Let’s say, we don’t like the lead instrument in this style and want to change it.

1. Press the button next to the instrument in the upper right, a little box appears

2. Press PROGRAM button far right of the PA to light the button

3. I want to change this sound to an electric piano instead of an accordion. 

4. Press the bank marked E.PIANO under PROGRAM/PERFORMANCE, bank 2, then, I choose the electric piano I want to use, in this case, I push the upper left button,
 club el piano, then press the EXIT/NO button. We are back at the main style screen STS1 and the club electric piano is now the main lead instrument. It will remain there, unless we change to any of the other STS’s, turn the machine off, or go to a different style.

At this point we have merely made a temporary change, just to be able to play the different sound(s) we chose. To make this a permanent change, we must write it to disk. So, let’s do that now:

Press write disk in use. You will see a screen that will give you 4 options


1. Perf. Name


2. Perf. Number


3. STS Number


4. Current style

What we are interested in at this point is saving it only to STS 1 of the style [Ital. Valzer].  Note, we do not want to affect the other STS’s in this style patch, so we want option #3 STS#.  Push the button next to the STS# button…. By the way, if you rotate the TEMPO/VALUE dial or push the DOWN/- or UP/+ buttons, it will scroll through the 4 different STS locations, so we could choose to save this to any one of the 4. But for now, we want to save it STS #1.

With the box next to the STS option and it set to STS#1, push ENTER/YES. You will get a confirming dialog box, again push ENTER/YES. There, the change is now permanent and every time you bring up this style patch, the club electric piano will be the lead instrument in STS # 1. You can apply this procedure to all the instruments in the right hand column of all 4 of the STS’s and make up your own band.

One more final thought.  You can play [modify] with anything you want to on the PA and, as long as you do not write to disk, it will revert back to its original value as soon as you change styles or power off and turn back on again. So be sure it’s what you want to do, BEFORE you say yes to the confirming dialog box.

Pat yourself on the back, you’re on the way to a better understanding of the PA.

Basic Tutorial Part 2

Performances

Again, just a simplistic look for a basic understanding. Also, I am using version 2.02 o/s not 3.0, so it may differ slightly.

A Performance is essentially a road map that tells the Pa to go to a particular STS number in one of the styles. The value as I see it, perhaps is:

· To be able to make up a “set” list for the live performer, or

· In my case as a recording performer, I use one of the performance banks, to store my favorite programs/voices that I use all the time.

So to follow along:

Press STYLE PLAY > PERFORM light lit (right side of PA) > STYLE CHANGE lit > PROGRAM/PERFORMANCE  >bank#2 e-piano. The screen brass, sax & muted etc.   Press the button next to #1 brass, then the EXIT/NO button

The screen Big Band Med 2-1.  By pressing this Performance with the style change lit, it has directed us to the style patch big band melody. The 2-1 is telling us that we are in performance bank #2 on patch (or road map #1).

If we were to check this, we would find that it has in fact directed us to STS#4 of the style patch Big Band Melody. To do so (check it) press STS #4, you will see it is in fact big band melody STS#4, if you press the other STS buttons, it will scroll through the style patch big band melody STS 1,2,3,4.

OK.  Let’s go back...

Press E.PIANO again, bank #2.  Press the patch #2 sax & muted.  Press EXIT/NO.  It has brought us to swing ballad 2-2 and we could do the same thing to check it.

So here’s what we know so far. Depending on how we setup these Performance road maps, with the style change button on, we can get the Pa to go where we want it to in the style section of the board. Right now, it is going to the factory defaults.

1. Let’s change one, so we can setup our own roadmap.

2. Go to the style section of the board and pick out a patch.  Any patch, it doesn’t matter. Then, press the EXIT/NO button. You should be on the first page of the style you just selected.

3. Push write to disk (WRITE / DISK IN USE button). We are at the same 4 choices that we had when we were playing with the styles in tutorial part 1. This time though, we are trying to save a performance location (roadmap), so of the 4 choices, only 2 are of interest to us #1 Perf. Name and #2 Perf. Number.

4. If you would like the name of the style patch you’re on to show up in the performance bank, where we’re about to put it, then push the button next to the top choice… Perf name. The cursor will be blinking on the first letter. To change this, rotate the dial and you will scroll through the alphabet and numbers. To get to the next letter, push the DOWN/- or UP/+ buttons and so on, until you get the name spelled out that you want to appear in the performance bank.

5. The next thing we have to do is actually save the roadmap too. Push the button next to option #2 Perf N.  Mine at this time has 02-2 sax & muted.  I don’t want to save it there though; I want to save it to performance bank 4-1…. ACCORDION, #1 patch.  To do so, I rotate the dial until I see perf. N:04-1 and the name of the patch that is currently there. OK, I want to save it here so, press ENTER/YES. There will be a confirming dialog box, press ENTER/YES again. It is now saved permanently into performance bank # 4 patch #1 upper left column.

6. Let’s check: Press bank #4 ACCORDION, what you should see, is in the first slot, is whatever it is you named the patch and if you press the button next to it and start playing, you should hear whatever style patch it was that you originally chose. Pretty cool huh?

Now you could continue on with this process and put together 8 different roadmaps in this performance bank and go and do the same thing to the other performance banks should you need more room. Congratulations, you have succeeded in starting to put together a “set” playing list and an easy way to get to them.

Part 3. We’ll put together a favorite sound or voices list.

Tutorial Part 3

Performances (continued…)

Part 2 dealt with laying out the roadmap for different performance banks. Now I want to talk about making up a favorite sounds/programs/voices list, which will be a very similar process to part 2.

Follow along…. I’m going to use bank 4 - the ACCORDION, because it has patches in it I don’t use, so I don’t mind experimenting a little in here.

1. Right side of PA-80: PERFORM button lit, STYLE CHANGE off.

2. Pick the first patch you have in the upper right and start playing, as you play, select another one of the 7 remaining buttons.

With the style change button off, what happens is, 2 things change: The lead instrument that you are playing with your right hand and what it also plays are those other instruments that are active in that style… not the style itself, but if there are other non muted instruments in that style. Sort of confusing, but what it does essentially, is adding the instruments of a given style without changing the rhythm of that style. I’m going on about this, because it is important to understand what is taking place when you switch performance buttons/patches with the style change button on or off.

Let me try to simplify and clarify:

Style #1      Hard rock                             Style #2        Waltz           

Drums         piano   (on)                          Drums           accordion  (off)

Percussion    guitar  (on)                          Percussion      tuba        (on)

Bass          sax    (off)                          Bass            trombone    (on)

Audio in      tuba   (off)                          Audio in        organ      (off)

OK, so what we have here are 2 different styles, but they are in the same Performance bank.  For the example let’s pretend they are patches #1 & #2 in bank #4 ACCORDION.

Example #1:  Settings: STYLE CHANGE button on, PERFORM button on.  You push button #1 and the hard rock style starts to play, while playing you push button #2 and on the next available beat, the waltz will start to play, you could do this with all 8 buttons and it will change to playing that style, hence a “set” list.

Example #2:  Settings: STYLE CHANGE button OFF, PERFORM button on, you push button #1 and the hard rock starts playing with the piano and guitar playing as the lead and semi lead instruments.  As you push button #2, the hard rock continues to play BUT the lead instruments you hear, will be the Tuba and Trombone (from style #2).

So, the light should be coming on upstairs by now and you seeing.

1. It is the same roadmap between style change button on or off

2. The difference is, that one stops just short of reaching the full destination.

Now we can start to think about how this applies to coming up with a favorite voices list.  It should be obvious that while playing live or in the studio, it will be a lot nicer to push one button to change from a guitar being the lead instrument to a piano taking the lead in the next 8 bars (or whatever combination you desire).

So let’s go back to the examples for a moment to figure out what it is we need to do to come up with 8 single voices playing alone. Because that is what our goal is here. We see in the examples that with 2 voices on in each of the styles above, they play at the same time, so when we go to make our favorite’s list, we can have only 1 voice playing at a time.

Here’s how we go about doing it:

1. Pick a style, any style. It will be easier if you pick a style that has only 1 lead instrument playing (but it doesn’t matter because you can mute the others).  STS#1, the instrument in the top right column lead instrument, is the one we are going to work with.

2. If there are other instruments down that column with the little piano symbol next to them, push both of the buttons next to each one, to mute them all, except for the top one.

3. With the little box next to this top right instrument, set PROGRAM button on the right side of the board, search through the PROGRAM/PERFORMANCE banks until you find your first favorite instrument you want in your list and select it by pressing the button next to it, then press EXIT/NO button. It should now be in the top right slot of the style you are working with. Good,  A+ so far. Press WRITE button to save to disk and back here again.

The choices we are interested in here are just as before - the top 2 Perf name and Perf number, because, that’s essentially what we are doing. Just like with the performances before, we are laying out a roadmap to a style, but we are silencing all the other voices, so that all that is left is our one favorite sound, get it?   That’s why I went on above, so that we could understand what the roadmap is looking for and doing above.

· OK, so under #1 Name, let’s say you chose Tenor Noise as your 1st favorite instrument, enter the name (or just sax or whatever you want to call it) in here, then select #2, this is where you are going to select the bank you want to assemble – your fav’s list.

· Scroll through and pick the bank you want to put it in, when you find it, push ENTER/YES. Press ENTER/YES again to confirm and you now have the 1st voice on your fav’s list

· Go check, by pushing that bank# with perform button lit and there it is! Cool stuff happenin’ here!

Two final things: Just keep using that same style that you used for the first voice you picked here and make sure the other voices are muted. Just keep selecting your fav’s and put them in the top right column. The only thing that will change is that when you go to write to disk, under option #2 Perf number, you want to move to the next number i.e., the first would have been Perf.N: (whatever bank you chose –1) this next one will be the same, except-2 etc, until you fill up all 8 slots, or however many favorite lists you want to make.

The second thing is keep in mind you are overwriting the performances that were there! In both cases the tutorial 2 on Perf's (and this one as well). So pick a bank that you are not afraid to lose the Performances on and you could also stick a floppy (FD) in, BEFORE you start on of this changing and do an ALL backup. Since everything that is there will be from the factory, you could put it right back. But in case you forgot to do that, the entire backup is available in the files section and/or on Korg’s site.

Finally the integration of the things here are:

“You have just laid out a road map of 8 different roads, all leading to the same place (1 style, under sts#1) or essentially one common performance bank.”

Well I hope these have helped you getting some of the basics down. Perhaps more as I think of them.

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A Basic Tutorial Part 4

Style Tracks

Previously we had talked about making changes to the real time tracks (page 1 of a style) and saving that as a permanent change. Now, let’s dig into a style track, which is page 2 of a style.

Settings, if you’d like to follow along:

Press STYLE PLAY; select 8/16 BEAT1, UK8 beat. Then EXIT/NO. Use VARIATION #4, and press TRK.SELECT button.

What we are looking at is what Korg refers to as the “style tracks” page 1, of this would have been the “real time” tracks.

In this particular style patch [UK8 beat], what we see are all the auto accompaniment (acc) instruments that have been selected to play in this style. Let’s play with it and see just how much we can change the sound of this patch. First, press START/STOP button just to get the drums going (that’s all we want to hear for now). By the way, this is a good way to do a drum intro (one of the cool things).

So let's start by changing the drum kit(s).

1. Top left Bdrum&Sdrum, push the button next to it, and then PROGRAM in the PROGRAM/PERFORMANCE bank.

2. Select the lower bank> #6 Drum & Perc>jungle kit (or any one you like). What a difference that makes to the tune as far as changing the feel of it. Experiment with a few of the different Drums &Perc patches for different flavors. When you’re done playing push EXIT/NO and it will take you back to the style tracks screen.

3. Go to button #2, Std. Kit 2 and do the same things again and play with different percussive sounds to come up with something unique.  For mine, I chose #1 Jungle kit and #2 Latin P. kit and so far I have a totally different sound happening…neat stuff!

O.K., let’s move on to the bass and go through the same process as we did with the drums and pick a different bass you like.  Repeat steps 1 and 2 above to select your bass.  I happened to choose the Stein Bass from page 5 of the bass’s program patch. Nice “punchy” bass sound. 

NOTE: From this point, you need to make sure that your synchro start button is lit and play a chord to get the auto accmp. Going. This will allow you to hear the changes we’re going to make from here on.
For the next patch, instead of the ac. Piano (bottom left) I chose “Killer B” from the organs patches (page 2).  Wow! Now this style is really starting to take on a whole new life.

As a review, here’s what I now have set up on the left side of the styles page:

Jungle kit,

Latin P. kit,

Stein Bass 

Killer B.

Lets try the same for the real-time tracks: 

Top right; replace the 12String guitar with something else that you like and so on down the four instruments on the right side. I’ll do the same and meet you back here and then we can compare note.

Here’s what I wound up with on the right:  

#1 Monkey skulls (bank #3 mallet & bell page 1)

#2 Wave Lead     (from synth #2 bank page 1 bank)

#3 Marimba wide  (#2 mallet & bell page 1)

#4 Aah choir     (bank #8 strings/vocals page 3)
On this last patch (Aah Choir), I had to bring the volume up to the right level to hear it. To do so, push the right button next to this patch and hold to a suitable volume. If you held both buttons, you would mute the voice. This comes in handy; say if you wanted the choir to only come in on the chorus or bridge etc.

So if you did everything correctly and as I did, your 8 style tracks should now look like this:

Jungle kit

Monkey skulls 

Latin P. kit

Wave Lead

Stein Bass

Marimba wide

Killer B.

Aah choir

Now that you have the new band all assembled in the studio, to save these changes permanently, you need to go through the same procedure as saving a real time voice.

BUT FIRST YOU HAVE TO: 

· MENU > style controls > page 21

· Top left button next to Prog.:orig.

· Rotate the dial (or push the button one more time) until it says on > EXIT/NO.

GRRRRRRRR!!!………All the changes you just made are gone!!!! 

I chose to lead you down this path, because now I think you’ll remember to go to the menu / style changes first and switch it to on.

If there’s one good lesson learned [here] about how the PA works, it’s that once you are on a patch, as soon as you leave it, it ALWAYS resorts back to factory defaults.

Now that you’re over being mad at me, make your changes again and save them same way you would if they were real time tracks.

WRITE to disk > current style > ENTER/YES, if it doesn’t save, make sure that page 21 StyCtl:wrap/rng, the first box upper left says ON.

Tutorial #5 - Tidbits

Steve, Riccardo, Arjen, Dave, Chuck, Terry, 

From Terry:

How to route the output sound to L & R or 1/2. 

1. Global > page 13 > select which part you want to send where, by the upper left, upper 1, drums bass, accmp(whatever) by selecting then rotating the dial.

2. When you find what you want to route, select on the right side top and rotate the dial until you get to where you want to route it to: L&R, 1&2 1 or 2. Keep in mind: You are now going to have to have all 4 output plugs on the back of the PA hooked into something. This is particularly useful for recording or going into a mixer and separating the different instruments for better individual control over them. With this you can put the bass or drums (whatever) wherever you want in the mix

3. The drum mode button gives you 2 options: Either track or category configuration and depending on how you have setup the other routing will dictate, which one you choose. Simple rule of thumb is: If after doing this, you don't hear the drums in the mix, switch to the other.

4.  Last line: These will give you the options of routing individual drum parts to the channels, and are selected in the same way as above. The one important thing on this line is the last choice, FX's, this will send the current effects settings to one of the available outputs or not at all in an abstract way. Let's say you think the effects are way over the top. You could go to the FX selection and send them to output #2, but not hook that output up to anything. Basically it's a shortcut to shutting off the effects. Keep in mind also, if you are going to use a channel as a "dead" channel, don't route anything else to it that you do not want cut off as well. 


How to save style settings:

The real key is in the styles menu page 21, you must set Prog: to on instead of orig > write > current style. To apply it to all 4 STS's > write> global for the changes to stick. 
 

On saving data:

When you save data to disk:

1. It is important to remember that "save all" only saves the 3 user styles banks

2. If you want to save all your style banks, you have to choose the option back up data from the disk mode. It will take 5 floppies to accomplish this.

On cool tricks:

This is something you can do to vary the percussion a bit in one of your styles that is pretty cool:

1. Pick a style any style > menu > page 20 > strike a chord (lower) and get the style playing on variation 1

2. Select V1 Dr. Map > rotate the dial and listen to the different percussion sounds that are added. Then you can select different variations and select the corresponding V1-V4 and do the same thing. It can add a different flavor to what you're doing, and it's free! No drum card to buy! Of course you can save your newfound percussionist by the usual means. 
Write to disc > current style. Done deal. 

And one more cool trick:

Pick a style > menu > preferences > page 25 bottom of the page; velocity control gives us 5 options: 

Off, break, fill 1, fill 2 and start/stop - Pick any option except "off".  

Start playing, then hit one single note fairly hard (on the lower part of the board of course) and see what it does, try one of the other options.

From Dave 

Style saving:

If you have a style stored in a user style bank, then you will have to follow this procedure to save all the user style banks (three) at once, one user style bank only, or one user style only.

Press the DISK button and then choose the Save option. The PA80 will then present you with an ALL option.

To save everything in all three user style banks plus all performances plus all global settings, select the ALL option and everything is saved into a standard PA80 disk folder (read about this format in the manual).

If you only want to save all three user style banks only, then when shown the ALL option in 1. above, select OPEN and the system will open the "ALL folder" and show you its contents. Now scroll to the STYLE folder and press SAVE.

If you only want to save one user style bank, then when shown the STYLE folder as in 2. above, press the OPEN again and it should show you three style banks. Scroll one of them to the top,  press SAVE and it will save just that style bank.

If you want to save only one user style, then at 3. above, press OPEN on the user style set you want and it should show you the individual style names. Scroll the one you want to the top, press SAVE, and it will save that one style to disk.

All of the above is to save only styles in the user style banks. To save a factory style that came with the machine, you will have to: 

1. Select that style in style mode.

2. Go into style record mode by pressing the red record button.

3. In this set of pages there is a copy command. If you pick this it will then ask you to where you want the currently edited style stored.

4. Point it to one of the user style slots in one of the three user style banks.

5. Now start again from step1 above. 

 

From Steve:

Restoring Data

NOTE: This will erase any custom settings you had!

1. Download BOTH the OS upgrade AND the "Resource" files from the Korg (Italy) site.

2. Get six diskettes ready - yes SIX!! - You will need one for the OS and five for the resource files.

3. Run the OS EXE file (pa80_301.exe) to create the OS upgrade diskette - it will ask you to insert diskette. Just make sure it is NOT write protected, as the process will format it anyway.

4. Repeat Step 3 for the five (5) resource executables (rs2_usa1.exe thru rs2_usa5.exe)

5. Turn off PA80, insert OS upgrade diskette, then power ON and follow directions.

6. Once loaded and the OS is up and running, select Disk then Restore. This will set the PA80 up to 'restore' the contents of the five (5) resource disks. Follow instructions and when complete, you should have the default set of programs, styles and performances installed

You will get a "files not found message" during #6 above. This is because OS 3.x added 10 additional Performance banks (11-20) to which you can manually add new settings. Ignore the error message.

A tip from Arjen:

"Shut PA80 off and put a disk with an OS in it. When PA80 asks to install the new OS don't press enter but the FADE IN/OUT button. The complete SSD memory will be wiped. Next turn PA80 off and install an OS. All problems should be solved now. Don't forget to load the resource disks."

And from Dave:

Perhaps you made the same mistake I just made tonight and forgot to execute the OS3.0 exe file first on the PC. You must execute the .exe file downloaded from the Korg site first on your PC. Then it will ask for a floppy diskette, format it, and write the new OS files on it. Then you can boot the keyboard with that diskette.

From Chuck on recording to the PA sequencer, from an external program:

Ok, here's what I've learned so far. I've confirmed with Korg that the PA80 will NOT RECOGNIZE MIDI start/stop from an external sequencer when in STYLE record mode configured with the PA80 as slave and SONAR as master (This is the way I've always done it with my drum machines, and t/s agrees it is a bug and is contacting Korg/Italy about it).

However (as suggested by Korg t/s) it does work fine with the PA80 the PA80 set as master and SONAR set as slave, since the PA80 DOES send MIDI start/stop when recording.

You can set up your drum/percussion/bass tracks in SONAR (or any other sequencer0, and record them one track at a time into the selected track of a style.

I just recorded a drum and percussion track, and it worked just fine; everything was in sync just like in the SONAR program.  Further, using the instrument lists in SONAR and visually being able to see the notes is a lot easier than using hunt and peck on the keyboard.........IMNSHO

You have to keep close track of what you are doing, but it is infinitely easier to create tracks externally this way than by using Korg's Midi2Style program.

As I've noted vis a vis another issue I had, "Resolution" in record mode means Quantization. I don’t know why they named it differently, but the bottom line is that it works fine.

From Stam:

Is it possible to transfer data (styles, perf, programs) from my PC direct to the HD of my Pa80 (without using the floppy disk)?

A: Fabio's message translation: (Through Riccardo): You have to move the HD from the board to a PC and back again.

From Arjen:

Effects processing:

How to use all four effects processor from external sequencer

The solution is to work in style mode and choose at midi channels 1-4 (in GLOBAL MIDI IN section) the upper and lower tracks. The result is that you will have 4 tracks using C&D effects and 12 tracks with A&B.

From Riccardo:

On musical resources:

With Musical Resources KORG means the whole set of styles, performances, programs and settings that came with the keyboard. This set of data is not hard coded inside the PA, but can be loaded from outside (Hard Disk, Floppy Disk and Card). This allows us to update the keyboard features with a small effort. Note that this is true even for the operating system.

On i-series styles:

PA keyboards are able to read and "understand" I-series styles. Well, "almost able": If the I-series style file contains more than 16 styles, only PA's with OS 3.01 are able to load them. All previous OS versions will load only the first 16 styles and ignore the rest.

 
Anyway, just store them inside a floppy and use them as you use original PA80 styles.

On the different style types:

Direct styles are NOT loaded inside PA memory, but reside in the mass storage device, inside folders with .SET extension.

Direct HD searches for folders "!123.SET", "!456.SET" and "!789.SET", while Direct FD searches for the first .SET folder inside the floppy disk.

User styles are loaded inside PA memory. To change user styles you should perform an explicit DISK LOAD operation and choose where (USER01, USER02 or USER03 style bank) to store new styles, overwriting the previous content.

To help you decide which to use, choose between loading speed (slow for direct FD, fast for direct HD, a snapshot for user) and number of styles (48 for direct FD, 48 for user, 144 for direct HD).

And what about factory styles? 

They are styles like the others. The only difference is that they are protected against unintentional overwrites. The protection is available inside Global Page.

On saving pad settings:

This can be done since version 1.0: select the first perf of the first bank (always selected at power on); set your pads setting, then write the performance to memory 1, bank 1. Finally turn lock pads ON (page 24), write the global memory and you're done!
